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NMSU Study Abroad Agreement—Guest Student

Eligibility

Studentsattending universities that are membersof the New Mexico International Education Consortium (or any other insti-
tution approved by NMSU)who are in good standing at their current institution and who meet the eligibility requirements
of the specific NMSU program to which they are applying may requestto study abroad as a guest of NMSU.

Registration Status of Guest Students

Foreign Transfer Credit Programs:

Studentsacceptedas a guestinto any NMSU coordinated transfer credit program, such as an exchange,will maintain regis
tration status with their home institution and will not be admitted to NMSU. They must receive pemission from their home
institution to be a guestof NMSU.The home institution will administer financial aid, arrangetransfer credit from the foreign
host institution, and handle predeparture orientation. The student will not receive an NMSU transcript. Instead the stu-
dent will enroll as NMSUOguestin a foreign institution affiliated with NMSU.The foreign institution will provide NMSU
with an official transcript, which will be forwarded to the studentOome institution.

NMSU Graded Credit Programs

Studentsacceptedto participate as a guestin NMSU organized study abroad courseswill maintain statuswith their home
institution, but NMSUwill enroll them as non-degree students so that they may register for the course and receive an
NMSU transcript with graded credit. The home institution will administer financial aid, arrange transfer credit from NMSU,
and handle predeparture orientation. NMSU will forward an official NMSU transcript to the studentO&ome institution.

Financial Obligations of Guest Students

Guest students ae required to pay application fees and all other program costs to NMSU and/or afiliated partner institutions
at the samerate establishedfor NMSUstudents. Guest studentsacceptedinto any NMSUsponsored program are required to
pay NMSUall program costs (tuition, housing, meal plans, etc.) due the institution prior to departure. (Program costsowed
cooperating partners, such as ISEPR are due according to their advertised schedules).

The normal NMSU payment schedule based on the semester start date is: Fall-August 15, Spring-January 15,
Summer I-May 15, Summer II-June 15, Winter Break-December 1. Some programs may have earlier payment dead-
lines.

Paymentis required to be made by credit card unless an altemative form of payment has been approved by the NMSU
Office of Study Abroad. Studentsattending an academicyear program will have their costsassessedn a semesterbasis.

Studentsneed to check with their home institution about dateswhen financial aid will be disbursed, which will often be
later than when fees are due NMSU. Studentswill be withdrawn from approved programsif all fees are not paid in full by
the normal NMSUpayment due date.

Procedures

Step 1 A student identifies an NMSU program that will meet academic and personal goals and informs the home institutionOs
academic advisor and study abroad office that he/she wants to study abroad with NMSU as a guest. The student then
conaults with the NMSU Office of Sudy Abroad for spedific program requirements and application deadlines.

Step 2 The student receives fom NMSUthe application form for the specific NMSU sponsored program he/she wish-
esto attend and submits the form with the application fees and supporting documentsto NMSU. (Note: NMSUwill
acceptexchangeapplications for guest statuson a spaceavailable basisonly. Eachprogram has an application fee,
so students need to select one pogram only or be prepared to pay the application fee for multiple pr ogram requests.
ISEPis a program that allows the listing of multiple sitesfor placementon their form.)

Step 4 NMSU notifies the student that placement has been approved. The student fills out the NMSU Study Abroad
AgreementbGuesstudent form and has it endorsed by the home institutionOstudy abroad advisor.

Step 5 NMSUchargesthe studentOsredit card for all program costsdue by the advertised payment schedule deadlines.
